Did you know BRSD has a FSLW in every
school throughout the division?

The FSLW program provides free general counselling in the school
setting. Because students learn best when their mental health is
supported, the FSLWs work with students and families to manage
challenging events they are facing, focusing on mental wellness for
each student’s individual needs.
